& Children’s Home (WCH). Amanda has been with
Cornerstone for 5 years, the last 3 in her current position.
Her challenging and important job is to oversee all
aspects of the WCH and report back to Lysa, the
Executive Director.

Amanda is a joy to be around. She is positive, funny,
caring, and hard-working, and it was fun sitting down to
talk to her. I asked her to tell me a little bit about herself
and her job at the WCH. She states...

“I have an amazing job. It is a challenge every day and
some days it can be overwhelming — but I wouldn’t
have it any other way. The ladies that come through the
shelter are some of the most amazing and strong women I have ever met. The
resilience that some of them show is an inspiration and it’s what makes me so driven
to continue to improve the shelter and help inspire the ones that come through the
door. It is rewarding to watch them become stronger and self- sufficient as they
accept the help and structure of the shelter. They realize that we offer so much more
than just a place to stay.

A big part of my job is meeting with the case managers about setting goals for the
ladies and making suggestions on some of the more challenging cases. I work with
some of the most amazing, patient, and loving group of women/case managers who
work with the residents to break down barriers that are preventing them from moving
forward. I also keep in contact with different resources around the community and
pass that information on to the staff. I enjoy being invited to speak at organizations
that want to learn and hear more about the WCH and I appreciate their interest and
support.

The fact that we keep God in our workplace and in our personal lives makes him a
constant in our day-to-day and we can show his grace and love to the ones that come
to us for help.”

When asked about her hobbies, Amanda talked about her band Fast Track which she
has played in, with her two brothers, for ten years. She also enjoys remodeling spaces
and can tackle most projects on her own. Ultimately, her greatest joy is her 4 children
who keep her very busy as well. -

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Mr. Augostine Rosales is working as a Program Manager
at the Cornerstone Mission. He has come a long way
from homelessness to giving back and assisting others
that find themselves in somewhat the same position
that he was in. Here is his story:

“I went homeless on 05/20/2019, I was working as
a cook, but I was paying for rent and child support.
I found myself not able to afford to pay my rent
any longer and I found myself having to stay at the
Cornerstone Mission. I continued to work when I was
staying at Cornerstone, I was grateful to have a bed
to sleep in and a roof over my head, along with three
meals a day.

Cornerstone helped me so much that I was able to save the money and get a place,
which I still have to this day. If it were not for Cornerstone, I do not know where I
would be. The staff at Cornerstone were great. They cared and understood what I
was going through. One day, I heard that they were looking for a cook, so I applied
for the position. I was hired to be a Supervisor at Cornerstone instead. I am loving
the opportunity to give back. What they did for me, I was humbled to be able to help
people that were in the same position that I was in. I worked for six months and proud
to work at Cornerstone. Then one day I was promoted to Program Manager. I am
amazed at how far that I have come. I am proud to be where I am, Thank God and
Thank Cornerstone. I am a very lucky person, and to have the blessings that I have
received. I was put in this position for a reason. I know that the Lord wanted me here
and I am going to run with it.”
